EATON WOODLANDS - WOODLAND MANAGEMENT PLAN

I am the forestry consultant currently preparing a management plan for Eaton Woodlands.   The owners of the woodland Mr G Good of Kilbrace, Culmington, Ludlow are in the process of obtaining permissions, felling licences and support from the Forestry Commission for a works programme which will entail ongoing operations including thinning and small scale felling works over the next ten years.  

As part of their responsibilities in obtaining approvals for what will be a 10 year approved management plan the Forestry Commission requests that all potential stakeholders are informed of the outline proposals.  Any plan may be subject to review and changes due to circumstance but this letter provides an outline of the proposals at the current time. The plan has been written to meet the UK Forestry Standard as required by the Forest Authority.

Eaton Woodlands consists of single block of semi-mature and mature mixed conifer and native broadleaves on the northern slope of the Wenlock Edge. The plan aims to improve the tree quality, resilience to disease (ash dieback is a problem in the woodland) and achieve a sustainable mixture of age class and diversity to maintain longer term landscape and environmental stability.  This will benefit the natural environment and the economic viability of the woodland.  To achieve this aim there will be an ongoing programme of thinning and minor felling and then restocking with young tree crops using native broadleaved trees.  These works will be small in scale and take place within the woodland boundaries. It is unlikely that they will be very noticeable.  Some of the works whilst in progress may be visible to road and rights of way users but due consideration will be given to maintaining the woodland appearance wherever possible.

The management plan has been prepared following consultation with the Forestry Authority to ensure environmental issues are safeguarded.  This is part of the normal process that landowners undertake to gain approval for woodland operations.

The proposed forestry works plan will be listed on the Forestry Commissions public register website for a 28 day period.   If the Parish Council wish to make any comments I will be pleased to receive them in writing within the next 28 days.
